Corn hole is similar to
horseshoes except competitors use wooden boxes called corn hole platforms and corn bags
instead of horseshoes and metal stakes. The double-elimination competition is open to the first

Car owners participating in the show are encouraged to spend the weekend and ride in the
Dover Days parade on Saturday morning, May 7. The Dover Days Festival is the longest
running and largest festival in Delaware’s State Capital, celebrating First State History. It
honors age-old traditions and combines new activities every year.
